The final decision of purchase will be made upon the award of the City of Valdosta Mayor and
Coungcil if the item or items total are greater than $25,000.

Cooperative Procurement

By signing this bid package, Vendor agrees it will permit piggyback purchases to this
bid/contract for other government entities where governmental discounts apply such as city,
county, local authorities, agencies, non-profits, boards of education, or other governmental
agencies not listed offering the same prices, terms, and conditions offered to the City of
Valdosta.

Agreement

GENERAL:

It is the intent of these specifications to furnish the City of Valdosta with OIL and LUBES for a
(1) year period. This contract can be renewed for an additional (4) one-year periods. (1) one or
longer if both parties are agreeable and there will not be any changes in profit margins. The
contract will begin July 1, 2026, and terminate June 30, 2027, unless the option to renew is
granted. This contract may be terminated with 30 days written notice from the City for any
reason deemed acceptable without the supplier’s approval.

The City will not pay any drum deposits unless drums are damaged or lost by our employees.
Likewise, there will not be any charges for delivery or minimum order amounts.

The successful contractor will deliver within two (2) hours after order is placed. If the City has to
purchase oil or lubes from another contractor due to the contractor’s late delivery, awarded
contractor will pay the difference between the bid price and the actual price paid by the City. If
the contractor is late on (3) three deliveries to the City, this will be grounds for terminating the
contract if deemed necessary by the Purchasing Agent. Likewise, the City requires an
office/warehouse physically located within Lowndes County so that personnel can go by when
necessary for emergency purchases.

This bid will be an all or none bid. Bidder is required to provide the cost-plus mark-up approach
to receive award. Award will be based on proposed mark up and actual jobber cost or whichever
bid is in the best interest of the City. You might be asked during the contract period to provide
actual supplier pricing so that an audit of products can be completed to compare your company
pricing with another provider as to the price the City is paying. Any quantities shown on this
proposal are estimated uses and will be used for bid purposes only. The City will not make
guarantees as to the actual usage. Successful bidder may be required to perform complete oil and
lube survey and provide a report detailing what oils and lubes are necessary and recommended to
meet the manufactures requirements for all automotive and heavy equipment applications for the
City.

All items, either individually or combined, shall require a City purchase order or City credit card.
Company agrees to accept City procurement card for payment with no additional charges added.
No fuel surcharges will be allowed for delivery.

Vendor agrees to also offer same pricing and terms to any fully or partially funded City of
Valdosta entity such as the Airport, Industrial Authority, Convention and Visitors Bureau, etc.
Vendor agrees to send a usage report for all purchases electronically on April 1% to the
purchasing agent with total product, quantity, and total dollar amount spent.

Termination for Convenience (Buyer’s Right):

The City of Valdosta reserves the right to terminate their contract, in whole or in part, at any time for its
convivence by providing thirty (30) Days’ written notice to the Contractor. Upon such termination, the
Contractor shall immediately stop all work and cease placing orders. The Contractor shall be entitled to
receive payment for all goods delivered or services satisfactorily performed up to the date of termination



but shall not be entitled to loss of profits or consequential damages for the uncompleted portion of the
contract.

Non- Exclusivity Clause:

The City of Valdosta acknowledges that this contract is non-exclusive. The City reserves the right to
engage other contractors to perform services similar to or the same as those described herein, or to
perform such services with its own personal, at its sole discretion and at any time it deems such action to
be for the benefit of the City. This Contract does not guarantee the assignment of any specific work or
volume of services to the Contractor.
